The movant in the above-captioned contested matter,
Purser Truck Sales (“Movant”), has filed a Motion to Relieve
Stay and Motion for Expedited Hearing. By agreement of
counsel, the motion was heard on August 12, 1996.

It appears that Movant is in possession of the Debtor’s
1992 Ford F250 pickup truck. The car was repossessed by
Movant when it appeared that Debtor’s insurance coverage had
lapsed.

It now appears that Debtor is covered by a policy of
insurance with the deductible amount stated as $250.00. It
further appears that the insurance is paid up for a period of
at least one month.

Movant had previously complained about insurance coverage
with a deductible of $1,000.00. Debtor has since modified the
policy to provide for the lower deductible amount.

Movant has also requested that it be provided with an
insurance policy which is paid up for a period of six months

in advance. Debtor has been unable or unwilling to provide



such a policy of insurance.

The sole issue remaining in this matter is whether Movant
is adequately protected by a policy of insurance which is only
paid up for a period of one month. The Court’s conclusion
after carefully considering the facts in this case is that
Debtor has provided adequate protection in the form of the
insurance specified above.

Now, therefore it is hereby

ORDERED that the Motion for Relief From Stay be and it
hereby is DENIED.
